When ordering a frame, be sure to state whether the new low
frame or the old high frame is required. The gasoline tank and
other parts of the new low frame model WILL NOT FIT the
old high frame model.

All of these parts of the new low frame model will not fit the
old high frame model. Therefore, when ordering any of these
parts you can prevent mistakes by stating whether they are
wanted for the new low frame or old high frame models.

To install the new high lift camshaft in the old models it is
necessary to make some alterations to the crankcase as shown
on Service Bulletin No. 7. Also, the new style tappets and
guides must be used, or the old ones must be altered in ac-
cordance with the Service Bulletin.

In the la‘test gear sh.ifting mechanism, the shifter lever slides
on a stationary shaft and is held in the different shift positions
by means of a new spring and ball lock. All adjustments are
made from the outside of the transmission case. To install these
new shifter parts some crankcase alterations are necessary
which are shown on Service Bulletin No. 8.

The latest baffle plates which baffle the cylinder openings as
well as the tappets, are shown on Service Bulletin No. 2 which
gives instructions for installation in old models.

The clutch release shaft Has been strengthened by increasing
the diameter from 9/16” to 19/32”. To install the latest shaft
it will be necessary to drill or ream the clutch release fork to
take the new 19/32" shaft and to enlarge the hole in the crank-
case for the end of the shaft accordingly.

The new Hendersons are equipped with engine sprockets hav-
ing a single keyway for a special No. 9 Woo key. Sprockets
for the old models had four keyways for No. 6 keys. When
ordering engine sprockets or spline shafts be sure to specify
whether they are wanted with ONE or FOUR keyways.

Many of the parts for front and rear Timken hubs are inter.
changeable, as you will notice from the parts list. Timken
bearings can be installed in old model ball bearing rear hubs
by means of our Timken Conversion Set, in which a pair of
special adapter cufs are used in the ends of the old hub re-
placing the old ball cups. For the front, it is necessary to build
up a new wheel using one of the new Henderson Timken Hubs.
BE SURE TO PLACE FRONT WHEEL IN THE FRAME
WITH THE ADJUSTING CONE ON THE LEFT SIDE.
THIS ADJUSTING CONE HAS A RIGHT HAND THREAD
AND WHEN PLACED ON THE LEFT SIDE OF THE
FORK IF IT SHOULD EVER WORK LOOSE, REVOLU-
TION OF THE WHEEL WILL NOT TIGHTEN UP AND
PINCH THE BEARINGS.
