First decide the best location for the Master unit and the
Remote station. Mount them where they best suit your needs.
Each unit has screw holes on the back for wall-mounting or for
some other semi-permanent installation. Be sure the 20m
(66-foot) cable will reach between units.

Run the interconnecting cable between the units. If dfasiregj,
place the cable out-of-sight and always where it won't be in the
way.

By & TERY INSTALLATION ‘

1. Insert a coin in the slot between the top and bottom case of
the Master unit. Twist it slightly to separate the case.

2. Snap the battery connector over the terminals of a 9-volt
battery, observing proper polarity (+ and —).

3. Place the battery in line with the cushion material inside the
case.

4. Replace the back cover and snap the case together.

When you're not using the Intercom System, always turn the
Master unit off. This conserves battery power and extends the
life of the System. Under normal use, an alkaline battery lasts
for a few months.

If communication between the units becomes weak and dis-
torted, replace the battery. Always use an alkaline battery, such
as Radio Shack’s 23-553.

MAINTENANCE

Your Intercom is an example of superior design and

craftsmanship, and should be treated with care. The suggestions

below will help you enjoy this product for many years.
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Keep it dry. If water should get on it, wipe it off.
Water contains minerals that can corrode
electronic circuits.

Do not store in hot areas. High temperatures can
shorten the life of electronic devices, damage
batteries, and warp or melt certain plastics.

Do not drop it. This might cause permanent
damage. The circuit boards and case can be
broken.

Do not use or store it in dusty, dirty areas. This
will cause premature wear of moving parts.

Do not use harsh chemicals, cleaning solvents, or
strong detergents to clean it. Wipe it with a soft
cloth dampened in a mild soap-and-water
solution.

Be sure batteries are the correct type -- do not use
general purpose batteries if alkaline batteries are
recommended. Remove old, weak batteries -- they
can leak chemicals that damage electronic
circuits.

If the unit is not working properly, take it to your local Radio
Shack. The personnel there will assist you and, if necessary,
arrange service.
